Theory behind safe handling of Museum collections. 

How to assess and plan the movement of objects within your storage and display areas. The simple Do’s and Dont’s – for example: when to wear gloves and what type you should use, simple equipment that can be used when moving objects short distances, how to plan a route and ensure that handling objects within the museum causes no damage.

The ethics behind why and how to label items; the different methods and materials available and their limitations. The important Do’s and Don’ts - including discussion about where to position labels, or numbers and the importance of keeping old numbering systems.

Participants will be shown a variety of methods used to correctly label organic and inorganic objects. This will include importance of longevity and reversibility and a short discussion on more recent technology such as UV and bar coding. There will be time for discussion and questions. 

Participants can bring bring photographs of object groups they wish to label including oversized or problematic items. In order to ensure that all topics are covered please could you let us know in advance if there are any particular types of materials that you need advice on handling and labelling.
